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Male Valley has a relatively old population profile with fewer young people and a larger
percentage of adults aged 40 and over than the average for England.

Health is strongly comrelated with poverty and educational achisvement. Overall levels of
poverty in Mole Valley are low — the district has no wards in the most deprived 25% of areas
in England — although there are over 350 children living in low income households.
Educational attainment levelz are significantly high with two-thirds of children achieving S or
moare good GCSEs.

Average life expectancy for both men and women in Mole Valley is significantly better

than the average for England, although health inequalities do exist: thers iz a 4.2 year gap
hetween those living in the fifth of wards with the highest life expectancy and those living in
the fifth with the lowest levels. Life expectancy has risen significantly since 1995/97.
Peogple in Mole Valley tend to have healthier lifestyles than elsewhers in England: the
district has significantly low levels of smoking and binge drinking, and a relatively high
propeorion of adults eating healthier diets. But there is room for improvement: 18.3% of
adultz are cbesze.

Death rates due to road traffic injuries, heart disease, smoking and cancer in Mole Valley
are all significantly low, although 137 people still die each year from the effects of smoking.
The teenage pregnancy rate in the district is significantly low, and perceptions of personal
health status among the population good.

The number of older people supported to live at home is significantly low compared to the
naticnal and regicnal averages.
